Coach Martin and his staff of Loras coaches, 
assisted by current Duhawk basketball players, will 
run training sessions just like those that have helped 
the Loras women’s basketball team become one of the 
premier players in the Iowa Conference. Campers will 
also be provided plenty of opportunities to compete each 
day so they can demonstrate what they have learned. 

The camp is open to high school basketball players that 
will graduate in 2020, 2021 or 2022 and will feature high 
level concepts and skill work. The camp will take place 
at Loras with meals will be provided by Loras’ dining 
service. Post and guards will receive specialized training. 
Each camp has a limited number of openings, so get your 
registration in early.

CHRIS MARTIN
HEAD COACH

Chris Martin became the 23rd head coach in Loras’ history in March of 2016, which dates back to 1909. He comes 
to Dubuque after helping spearhead the program turnaround at Elmhurst College. Martin’s fourth season at Loras 

will be his 10th as a coach, spending five seasons as an assistant at Elmhurst and one as the head coach of the 
Bayer Leverkusen Giants in Germany.

In only his third season at the helm, Martin led the Duhawks to their first appearance in the NCAA Sweet 16 in school 
history, where they fell to the eventual national champions, UW-Oshkosh. Ryan DiCanio became the first three-time 

First Team All-Conference player in program history, in addition to being named a First Team All-Region pick by 
D3Hoops.com and a Fourth Team All-American by D3Hoops.com.

	 Martin’s first season at the helm of the Duhawks saw Loras rattle off an 11-game winning streak en route to 
capturing the program’s first Iowa Conference Championship since the 2006-07 season. 

On January 10, 2017, Martin was named the HoopDirt.com Coach of the Week for NCAA Division III.

Originally from Eureka, Ill., Martin lives in Dubuque with his wife, Haley, and their three children, Riley, Camden (a.k.a Bubba) and Eli.

His additional duties include serving as the head men’s golf coach during the fall and spring seasons.
